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PALS Fundraising Project 2017 -

On the evening of Monday 24™ April a
few of us were privileged to meet up
with Liviu Balas from Romania, the
founder of the charity Ecce Homo
who was visiting Loughton briefly to
talk about his work. In particular he
shared with us the problems faced by
both children and the elderly. He told
us how, when the communist
government fell the aftermath was

not what people expected 1 instead of
freedom the country was plunged into
extreme poverty.

The original convoy of shoeboxes to
Romania was a response by Dave
Cooke and friends to the harrowing
pictures on TV of the children in
Romanian orphanages. However Liviu
said that the biggest problem now
was t he
parents had left them behind while
they went to work abroad. One
evening he was having a meal out
with a friend when a boy aged 9
came in trying to sell a wilted bunch
of flowers. Liviu asked him why he
was out doing this and he said he
needed money to buy a loaf of bread
for his brother and sister to eat while
he was at school. He told Liviu they
lived in a derelict house as their
mother had left them to go and work
in Italy. Liviu told the boy that if he

was telling the truth he would help
him, but he had to meet him in the
morning at 9 outside the house where
he said he lived to prove it was true.

The next morning the boy was there
and Liviu found a 5 and 3 year old
living with him in an abandoned
house alone. They were taken to one
of his family homes and all sent to
school where they did well.
Meanwhile Liviu traced their mother
and with some financial support they
were later reunited and lived together
as a family again. He told of another
13 year old boy and his brother who
had been left in a family home with a
neighbour keeping an eye out for
them while the mother worked away.
On one of her brief visits home to
bring gifts from her earnings the boy
angrily smashed up the present,

wanted his mum. He begged his mum
to stay but she said she was going
back the next day. She got up early to
leave and found the boy had hanged
himself.

The plight of the elderly is another
area where Ecce Homo intervenes,
and this is the work PALS group will
be supporting. Many elderly people
live in one room without enough
money to eat properly or keep
themselves warm. If they become ill

there is no money for medicines. If

you have not worked for a minimum
of 15 years in Romania you are not
entitled to any pension. Even if you

do receive one it is only around £15
a week. It is impossible to live.

One of Ecce
George was going to the farm run by
the charity to dig potatoes when he
saw an old man walking towards the
forest with a rope. He asked him
what he was doing and he told
George he was going to the forest to
hang himself as he had no food or
money and had only worked for 12
years with no hope of a pension.
George took him back to Ecce Homo
where he was given a job for 3 years
and at the end of it he was able to
get a pension.

There is only one state run home for
the elderly in Cluj and it has 130
people in it. There is a waiting list of
150. The people in the home are in
rooms sleeping 15 to 18 and apart
from their bed they have one small
cabinet. There is barely enough room
to walk round the beds.

in Bucharest which killed some young
people in a club, the new fire
regulations mean every new building
has to be approved but there are only
4 fire officers employed for a vast

area so the waiting list is ridiculous.
Also the regulations for the old
peoples home require it to have
separate rooms to keep different
foods in: one for meat, milk,
vegetables and eggs which means
less space for residents. However
Liviu refuses to give up. He is hoping
to use the buil di
open to the elderly, poor families and
children, to see if that will satisfy the
authorities.

In April, along with a group of people of all background and faiths, the
ASacred Activistso (Nicole and myself
Oinofyta refugee camp in Greece. We were blessed with the opportunity to
meet, serve and be served by some incredible people, who shared with us
their stories of pain, death, hope, and faith.

We saw first hand what Afghan and Pakistani refugees are faced with when
making the harrowing journey to Europe, the challenges they have faced in
the home countries and the multiple challenges they continue to face. We
offered what we could - painting, building, teaching in schools, running
workshops, helping to sort through donations, clothes and rations, but most
of all we did what we could to be present - to hear their stories and their
hearts, to share in the joy and pain - we were gracefully welcomed into their
homes to laugh, drink tea, cry, dance and pray.

The time | spent at Oinofyta was heart -breaking, earth-shattering, and
perspective-shifting. | am forever grateful to these people for sharing their
lives, homes, stories and strength with us. They did not have to welcome us,
but they did. In the midst of their oppressions, mourning, and pain there was
hope, love and joy.
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| have been given another gift: their faces, their stories, their pain and hope.
God says time and time again He is with those who are poor, mourning,
oppressed and persecuted. And He is with the people who are with those

As Sacred Activists, our hope is to "make a difference" in the world, but truly
the people we met made a difference in us.
